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| was born in 1935 and spent my formative years at The
Stores on Sedgley Road, Penn Common. It is clear to me
today that my upbringing influenced my life. | live din a
close, confined community. Travel of any distance,
although not forbidden, was difficult. The question then
asked was, “Is your journey really necessary”? | ca nnot say
as kids we appreciated it, but there was a war goin gon. To
us the soldiers and the guns were an outlet as were the
people like Geoffrey Timmins. Most weekends he woul d
drive his horse and float to Wolverhampton and woul d take
me along for the ride. Even the daylight raid by th e lone
German bomber brought a wider world to Penn. The bo mbs
it dropped hit the Royal Orphanage playing fields a nd
Beckminster field, missing the factories of Villier S,
Sunbeam and Fischer Bearings, which must have been his
target.

We all have memories of our younger days, with life as it
was then. No television or other such diversions. L ife was
what we made it. Looking back | cannot say it was e ver
boring. No holidays to the seaside, but there was a lways
something happening. The games season just went rou nd
and round each year. In summer it was still light a fter
10pm, with British double summertime to assist in t he
gathering in of the harvest. And we had the common and

the freedom it gave us. Weren't we lucky!

| remember with fondness Saint Bartholomew’s Church It
stood in its entire splendour as it does to this da y, at the
top of Church Hill on that ninety degree bend, givi ng it its
dominant corner position. Opposite was the vicarage , for
us kids a house of red brick, with an air of myster y about
it. A no go area! The nearest we ever got to the ho use was if
we walked down the pathway, past the side of the ho use,

which led to fields known as the Barnage. | remembe r the



holly bush by the side of the entrance, with its da rk green
leaves and rich berries at Christmas time.

From the outside the church always appeared majesti c to
the eye, but on entering one felt the quiet and pea cefulness
of a place of worship; the leaded coloured glass wi ndows
with their biblical scenes lit up by the sunlight o utside; the

rows of pews in the nave stretching out to the nort h and
south aisles; the organ; and the high altar; all ar e

remembered and not forgotten.

This is the church where | was christened, where my three
sisters were married, and where my father and mothe r
were laid to rest. Behind and above the entrance w as the
balcony, behind which the bell ringers stood, sendi ng the
peel of the bells across the countryside. From the church
the cemetery ran upwards, following Church Hill to almost

the public pathway known as the Cocksheds.

At the top of the original cemetery there was a low brick
wall. To the right an opening in the wall led to an area
where the cemetery had been extended. Through this

opening and after a few yards up the incline, on th e right
hand side, is where my father and mother are buried . Not
long after my mother had passed on, | was walking u p the
main pathway and looking down onto Church Hill, whe nl
passed the Kermouth family grave. It was here | alw ays
paused to say a small prayer, or at times lay a few flowers,
in memory of Mrs Annie Kermouth, who had been a gre at

friend and support to my Mother in her time of need

Walking through the cemetery there were times when I

would stop to meditate. Going back all those years to when
we were kids life was so different, but so little h ad changed.
How could | forget the old verger Mr Hinsell. He ap peared
old to us then. He was always around, if only in th e boiler
room, at the side and underneath the church. | rem ember

he once said to me that the hymn, “Praise my Soul, the



King of Heaven” always gets the congregation going. | also
remember that when we were being chased we never
checked our escape route, across the cemetery and o ut
through the old sandpit into Pennwood Lane.

The Village Hall (Church Hall) as it was known was a great
place for airing gossip. The main entrance to the h all led
through a small foyer into the main body of the hal l. Inside
the hall appeared quite large, with a stage at the far end.
Behind the stage, overlooking the field, were the k itchen
and perhaps an ante room. This was an area banned t 0 us
kids. Outside and beyond the hall and hedge was a p ond
with a willow tree, the branches of which were grea t for

making bows and arrows. As kids we spent many happy
hours on the Barnage field, mainly playing football :
especially during the school lunch break.

During the war years, in particular, weekly dances were
held in the hall. It was here my sister Joyce met h er
husband to be. Mrs Plant, whose husband had one arm :
lived next door to the hall on Vicarage Road and wo uld
often and when given the opportunity, give her rend ering of
“Bless This House.” What a cheer she got. | do reca Il a
couple of Will Hay films being shown in the hall, a s well as

a fancy dress party, where | went dressed as a clow n.

The school where | spent my infant and junior years

consisted of two separate buildings, infant and jun jor,
protected from the road by a high stone wall. The i nfant
building stood below the junior building, because o f the
natural incline. The infants had two class rooms. | cannot
recall a cloakroom, but | will always remember that famous
picture of Jesus with the fishermen pointing out to sea,
which hung on the wall. Around the playground were metal
railings, not very high and looking back | doubt if such

railings would be allowed today.



The main entrance to the junior school was on the

roadside, behind the wall. On entering the cloakroo m lay to
the left. Here it was on occasions, normally follow ing
lunch, that the nurse was waiting to check our hair for
nits. Straight ahead was a small classroom. Through the
door to the right was a much larger room, with a fi replace
where in the winter the small bottles of milk were placed to
stop them freezing. In fact it was a very large roo m, split
down the middle by a partition from floor to ceilin g. At the
bottom end of the partition was a door, where the t hen
headmaster, Mr Bannister, would stand during assemb ly,
conducting and stamping his foot as we sang the hym ns.
The fourth classroom, on the far side away from the road,

was where one went on leaving the infants.

An air raid shelter was built in the field just abo ve the
school at the outbreak of war. | can only recall it being
used for practice. During Lent, every morning we f irst

went to church, before being paraded back to school

These then are my first memories of a society in wh ich we
knew our place and in which we were expected to loo k after
ourselves and each other. There was, amazingly, ple nty of
time to enjoy ourselves with home-made fun.

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It's a long time since we read anything about the
Cunningham family, and my thanks go to Joyce Currie

for taking up the saga again

Joyce tells me that her mother, Kay Cunningham, wa S a
nursing officer in Queen Alexandra Royal Army Nursi ng
Corps (QARANC) in World War 2, and wrote of some of her
experiences. What follows are the words of Kay.

Chapter 1
In March, the whole hospital was posted — the 30 th British
General Hospital was on the move!

We went by special train to Goodwood in Sussex. We

nursing sisters moved into Goodwood House, the home of
the Duke and Duchess of Richmond and Gordon. For th e
next few days, we were free to go out and about, bu t we

had to be in each night and sign in.

A few days later, we awoke to bright Spring sunshin e, and
a mountain of canvas, tent poles, tarpaulins, blank et
bales, ward and kitchen equipment, X-ray and theatr e
furniture — everything a hospital would need under canvas
for 600 beds — was deposited outside in the grounds . We
were to pack our own hospital!

With our own teams, trained in York. we each had a

section of the hospital to unpack. Men from the Pio neer
Corps packed the heavy pavilion tents. The rest was our
responsibility, and we were told to be quick about it before
it rained! Every bale and crate had to be stitched or nailed
in. Our backs ached, fingers were bashed, nails tor n. Then
came the marking and serial numbers had to be stenc illed
in our hospital colours. There were endless lists t o check

and re-check.

At last the job was finished and everything was loa ded into
army lorries which disappeared into the night.



All of us in the next few weeks were sent on leave, and this
proved to be the last time we would see family and friends
for some time.

Busy days just flew by, and once again we were reca lled to
Goodwood. “Second Front Now” slogans were painted o n
every hoarding — surely it couldn’t be long now. Ju ne 5th
was a beautiful sunny morning. A crowd of us stroll ed on
to the Downs and looked out over the Channel. Ships and
small craft were dotted everywhere. Was this it? We
wondered, not daring to put our thoughts into words . We
returned to Goodwood House, checked in, and so to b ed.
June 6th D —Day was a day not to be forgotten. The BBC
poured out the news that the Allies had landed on t he
Normandy beaches, and by the end of the day, Britis h,
American and Canadian troops had gained a foothold, at
least along the coast, and they had suffered casual ties. The
weather turned to rain with stormy seas, and the go ing was
tough. WE at Goodwood were on the move, this time | n
troop carriers to Eastleigh near Southampton. This seemed
to be a camp. From now on, there were no outings, n 0 out-

going mail, and no telephone calls. We were cut off
completely from the outside world.

Away into trunks went our grey and scarlet uniforms , and
in its place, we were issued with khaki battledress , slacks,
skirts and shirts, army boots and a steel helmet an d
webbing belt on which to hang an enamel mug. Also i ssued
was cutlery and a mess tin, inside of which was an

emergency meal, not to be eaten until told to do so I The
following few days were spent altering our khaki un iforms
to make them fit, and doing our best to break-in th e tough
army boots that threatened to kill our poor feet. W e sewed
on our rank pips and our arm badges of 21st Army of L of

C (Lines of Communication) which was under the
command of General Montgomery.
