The PCC had decided t o 
give his medals back to the Holden family. We did t his 
during our 10am service, and they were very gratefu l. 
 
What you might not know is that after the service, he 
came and had lunch at the vicarage – albeit not the  one 
where his grandfather had lived! During lunch we 
looked at the parish magazines from the time. They 
were fascinating. The November 1917 issue has a ful l 
list of the church staff and a letter from the vica r 
explaining why, with accompanying Bishop’s 
permission, he was going to return to France. He al so 
always signed his letters ‘your friend and Vicar’. 
 
In the January issue on the staff list there is a g ap 
under ‘Vicar’ and a moving tribute in memoriam 
explaining how his life (and that of three others) was 
lost when he was hit by a shell. 
 
It was a very moving and unforgettable day. It was also 
very interesting that on the very same day, the gos pel 
reading was all about following Jesus wherever he g oes 
– whatever that might mean. Thank God for Christian s 
like Rev. Holden and let’s pray that we might have faith

St. Bartholomew's & St. Anne's PCC 'Away Day'. 
On Saturday, 7 th  February, 2009 the PCC held an

be a very worthwhile exercise and we would now like  to 
share with you some of the main points and advise y ou 
of our hopes and aspirations for the future. 
 
What do we do well?  
 
·  Big Services  Christmas, Easter and Harvest 
·  Music The Choir is a major asset to the church in its 

leadership of praise. 
 We have a dedicated team of bell ringers. 
·  Organisation   We are fortunate to have people willing 

to help i.e. stand on committees, act as sidespeopl e, 
plan rotas and carry out general administration 
duties. We also have an excellent lay ministry. 

·  Education  We have many study groups – Start, 
Alpha & Bishop’s Certificate. 

·  Big Events  Flower Festival, Christmas Fair, Gourmet 
Meals, Art in Action etc. 

·  Welcome   Our church is open during daylight hours 
every day and offers a warm, calming and spiritual 
atmosphere.  

·  Housekeeping The church is kept clean and tidy by 
an army of volunteer cleaners. 



·  Children & Young  Person’s Interests  As in our 
uniform groups, Open Door and Good Friday 
Projects, Penn Winn Bible presentations. We have a 
range of groups from Butterflies to G Force caterin g 
for all age groups. 

·  Charitable Giving  We support many charities 
including Children’s Society, Christian Aid and 
Samaritan’s Purse. 

 
What don’t we do well?        
 
·  Communication  We don’t always keep people as 

informed as we should. There is a lack of display 
facilities for Junior Church children’s work. We do  
not inform the congregation as to who’s who in 
church e.g.PCC officers and committee members. We 
are not good at getting new members of the 
congregation involved in church life. 

·  Finance  The wider congregation is not made aware of 
the financial commitments within St. Bart’s/St. 
Anne’s and the Diocese. 

·  Reverence We need to increase a sense of reverence 
and quiet reflection during services. There can be a 
tendency for adults to talk during services especia lly 
during communion.  

·  Length of Communion It takes a long time to give 
communion especially at the Family Services.  (The 
High Altar could be used, when necessary, to 
alleviate this situation).  

·  Signage There is a lack on informative signs outside 
the church.  

·  Crèche We lack a proper crèche facility.  
·  Links The links between places like St. Anthony’s, 

Penn Hall School & Ounsdale School have been lost.  
·  Pastoral Care It was felt more should be done to care 

for lonely, housebound & other vulnerable people. 



·  Ecumenical Activities  Our ecumenical involvement 
is not as strong as it could be. 

 
 

What is on our wish list for the future?  
 

�  To have growth within the church (It was generally felt 
that this is already starting to happen). 

�  To expand our teaching and nurturing programme. 
�  To have more all age worship. 
�  To empower leadership, including seeking new lay 

readers. 
�  To maximise the use of the many and varied talents 

we have in the congregation. 
�  To improve the access and facilities at St Anne’s. 
�  To retain the interest and commitment of our 

teenagers.

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Dear friends, I am sitting in bed as I write this e xpecting 
any minute to hear the whiz of a train running behi nd 
me – ah yes there it goes. I am not in some far-flu ng 
location, but instead I have emigrated to our base at 
North Dock for the night. Once more I’m in a dormit ory, 
but it is blissfully peaceful – no one to wake me u p, 
except perhaps the freight trains to Pembroke Dock!  
Earlier tonight Marjorie (from Colombia) came over to 
move in to my house for the remainder of her missio n 
training course; all the students now move out for their 
last five months. Unfortunately however the boiler- man 
didn’t turn up today to replace the broken part of our 
system, that has left me hot water and heat-less fo r 
most of the last five days. So instead of Marjorie moving 



in with me as planned tonight – I have moved in wit h 
her. 
 
As we walked with bags from my house to the Dock in  
pouring rain I reflected that this is life for many  people 
in the world: fleeing suffering, war, famine…. I am  only 
escaping a cold house. My new housemate took it all  in 
her stride, (by the way Christine the German one, i s due 
back tonight from holiday, we’re in for a cross-cul tural 
living experience the next few months!). I pondered  if 
this was a good way of God keeping me ready for ser vice 
somewhere, where the comforts we enjoy in Britain a re 
not so likely to be on offer, or maybe it’s part of  
Marjorie’s training course and I’m just the bystand er - 
J! Who knows but it’s good to be curled up warm in bed 
– thank God! 

Talking of thank yous…. thank you to all of you who  
sent me Christmas & New Year greetings, it was real ly 
lovely to hear from you, and at times coincided wit h 
much needed encouragement! After a winter season of  
various bouts of illness (I only got half way throu gh 
writing Christmas cards before I got ill so apologi es if 
you weren’t a lucky recipient), some intense work o n Al 
Massira and our month of prayer in January, I’ve fi nally 
found time to update you and finish off feeding-bac k on 
my summer and autumn trips….. So here goes: you 
may want to go and fix yourself a large coffee….. h appy 
reading….. lots of love Melissa x 
 
My trek through Kyrgyzstan  
To get a taste of how rural Kyrgs live, and work ou t if 
Kyrgyzstan is indeed a place worthy of photographin g, 
we ventured into one of the many mountain ranges th at 
make up this intriguing country. We travelled by 
Russian Jeep: an amazing vehicle, coping easily wit h a 



trail covered in huge boulders and steep gradients,  with 
engineering like this you can see how the USSR came  
about. Hallmarks of the communist era litter the 
country, in particular native Russians who love to drink 
vodka and expect you to join in, one of the more 
challenging obstacles we encountered! 
  
One day we hired horses as Kyrgyzstan is a very 
‘horsey’ nation with lots of traditional sports cen tred 
round riding. We had a Kyrg guide, a young teenager  or 
maybe even a boy. His friend, (or maybe family memb er) 
and local herder (there were sheep and horses 
everywhere so I’m guessing on this) joined us half way 
on his donkey, the two of them larked around on the  
animals all day, whilst I did a lot of praying. Mos t 
fervently when my horse (which was the most agreeab le 
one of the group, thanks to Chrissy who picked him out 
for me) decided to walk up a steep slope instead of  going 
where I wanted it to. I had to get off and lead it 
downhill. Getting back on (which took several attem pts) 
my leg hit his flank a bit too hard urging it into a gallop 
with me clinging on trying to find the stirrup. The n 
there were the three river crossings executed whils t still 
seated on the horses just like in cowboy films! My horse 
liked to lose its footing in the fast flowing curre nt, 
suddenly slumping further into the water before fin ding 
his feet again and pulling himself up. Chrissy is l ike a 
female Indiana Jones and handled these moments 
expertly, whilst I’m more like the bumbling side ki ck 
screaming and moaning all the way, but it was 
tremendous fun and I’d love to do it again! 
  
The traditional Kyrgs live in Yurts, houses made of  felt 
(compacted wool) beautifully adorned inside with 
embroidered cushions and hangings. I have a romanti c 
vision of living in one and riding around the count ryside 



telling God stories (story telling is another Kyrg 
tradition, in particular the famous ‘Manas’ tales’) , doing 
the odd bit of landscape painting. The only thing i s even 
now the men tend to kidnap girls they like on 
horseback and drag them back to their family yurts for 

enforced marriages, so 
I’d either need a very 
fast horse or, go and 
do it when I’m too old 
for someone to kidnap 
me. Anyway I had to 
put the romantic 
mission ideas to one 
side and remember 
why we were there…. 
  

Getting down to business 
In Bishek, the capital, we visited the major art ga llery 
and saw some very interesting talent on display. Th e 
galleries are rather moth eaten and judging by the 
display nothing has been bought recently to keep th e 
national art collection up to date (the latest acqu isition 
we could find was in 2000). We learnt that unlike 
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan doesn’t have any Art College s 
or we believe training in the arts (including 
photography).  
 
We spent time with a few businessmen and had the 
benefit of hearing all their years’ experience of w orking 
in the country. We talked through our photo library  
project with them and had very positive feedback. T his 
meeting was so precious to us it would have been wo rth 
travelling all the way there just to hear them. I f elt like I 
learnt in five hours what it would otherwise have t aken 
five years to learn. And without the context of see ing 
Central Asia for ourselves we wouldn’t have underst ood 



it so well had we just heard them speak in the UK –  
that, I guess, is why it’s so important to do these  
research and development trips. 
  
One of the things that struck me was the instructio n to 
not do anything which would ‘Break peoples rice bow l’, 
i.e. not set-up a business which would prevent 
competitors from earning enough to live on. Life is  hard 
enough out there as it is, you want to make it bett er for 
people not harder! 
  
From what we could ascertain of the photography/ 
image market there was a need locally and 
internationally for photographs of Kyrgyzstan. Thro ugh 
talking to other travellers we discovered that Cent ral 
Asia as a whole is, as we had hoped, ripe for such a 
project.   
 
What next? 
Leaving Chrissy to more exploration of Asia on her 
journey home to Australia I went home to pray about  
how I should be involved. Whilst in Asia I had 
continued to have uneasiness about my participation  
(something I had experienced since the start) despi te 
the pieces of the puzzle (where and how to start su ch a 
business) coming together so overwhelmingly. To sta rt 
the project Chrissy needs a team to go with her, 
whichever country we initially decide to set-up in.  I was 
prepared to join her if that was what God wanted.  
 
At home I prayed earnestly - I was desperate to 
reconcile my original word from God, ‘Pray that thi s 
happens’ (just pray or get involved?), the obvious need 
for team for Chrissy, my own desire to be ‘on the f ield’ 
and another piece of guidance God had given me: the  
picture of an aeroplane, Chrissy as the pilot (sayi ng let’s 



go, let’s go), Mel as the head air stewardess (read y to 
trainee the hostesses) and me on the ground as the 
Engineer by the wheel, with others in the Airport t ower 
giving advice to all of us from afar. I knew the ke y was 
to try and hear from God, and starting from the pla ce of 
what I felt most strongly had told me last – like g oing 
back to the last place you knew where you were on a  
map when you are hiking. 
After a week of asking God again the picture of the  
aeroplane came into mind, but this time I was in th e 
cock-pit with Chrissy trying to grab the controls. I felt 
very clearly that I was in the wrong place, again I  knew I 
was supposed to be the engineer on the ground. But 
what did that mean? Was I supposed to be involved b ut 
in Wales, setting-up a sales office? Again I prayed  and 
waited and prayed and waited. One of our business a s 
mission advisors came to visit the base and I felt 
nudged by God to go and speak to him. He had an 
interesting interpretation: he told me that an engi neer 
services more than one plane, and from then on thin gs 
became clearer. A while later I had another ‘vision ’ or 
picture of an airport full of airplanes all with di fferent 
logos on them, it appeared to me that they were all  
logos of the different projects I’m involved with. I 
realised that for now my time as engineer with the 
Photo Library project had finished. I had ‘walked’ with it 
for a time, helped to pray it into being, but now i t is 
time for Chrissy to fly the plane. 
  
I prayed that Chrissy would hear the same thing fro m 
God and sure enough on her return to Australia she 
wrote and asked me to release the vision over to he r. I’m 
really pleased to say that Chrissy is planning to s tart 
language learning and living in Central Asia this 
summer, she will be joined by one of our other work ers 
and so will have a team. I have my peace back and a m 



so happy to know that although I couldn’t always wo rk 
out what was happening what God said to me at the 
beginning has worked out – and my discernment wasn’ t 
out of line and I feel in his will again. Mel (the third in 
our trio at the beginning of this project) is curre ntly 
exhibiting her photographs which give a voice to th e 
voiceless, look at http://photogenx.net/sexandmoney . I 
look forward to seeing where God takes her next!

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A number of people have either made direct requests  or 
passed them on and I’m flattered to think that my 
‘wittering on’ is read. In spite of being a Charter ed 
Accountant, I am no economics student. In fact it’s  a 
subject that I have studied, but never been examine d 
on. I missed it out, not deliberately but because t he 
exam structures changed. I obtained my Intermediate  
exam first time round, passed what was the old-styl e 
Final Part I but then was a lazy so and so for a fe w 



years ( I got married and we had Nicola!). In my ab sence 
Economics moved and did not form part of the new-
style Final (that I was pleased to have passed at t he ripe 
old age of 29 – several years older than my peers o n the 
revision course). 
 
I believe I am quite happy to have missed it out, i f only 
that I never could quite accept that those supply a nd 
demand curves went the right way or were borne out by 
reality. It seems to me today that the ‘rules’ of 
economics have pretty much gone down the drain in 
any case. What I can tell you is that not many of m y 
clients have been exempt from the credit crunch, 
recession or whatever we may choose to call it. Poo r 
trading, slow payers and dire cash flow is how it a ffects 
many businesses, and nearly all of my little old la dies 
(and gents) have seen their income from dividends a nd 
interest simply fall and fall and fall. 
 
I remember the three day week (1970s), the miners’ 
strike (just 25 years ago – where did those years 
disappear) and the stock markets blips since. Today ’s 
situation however seemed to be upon us with incredi ble 
speed. It may be an over simplification to say that  its all 
about money – but it is the case. Like or not, the world 
turns on money and when it is suddenly restricted, 
trade and commerce suffer. This is the same for 
businesses or our own household budgets; and much o f 
the problem has stemmed from simple greed: the urge  
of bankers the world over to try and make money out  of 
making money. Yet worse is that we have witnessed 
banks trying to make money out of banks trying to 
make money out of trying to make money (no typing 
mistake, but do you see what I mean?). The silliest  
position was that many of the folks who were allowe d to 



borrow, had no real chance of making the necessary 
repayments. 
 
What should be a Christian response? A complicated 
one, I think. We soundly condemn the greed but do o ur 
best to hold out a helping hand to those who are no w in 
trouble. As individuals we can’t usually offer fina ncial 
support, but we can do our best to give an extra 
dimension to our friendship, our fellowship and in 
particular prayer. Money is a theme that we all wil l be 
dwelling upon for a few months because as a Church 
we are not paying our way. 
 
How lovely to have had Reverend Mal Hawksworth (and  
Margaret of course) with us a few weeks back. He sp oke 
to us about the Parish Share and explained quite 
clearly that it was a duty of those in a position t o do so, 
to pay over and above the calculated costs of a par ish 
priest (and curate) simply to support the Good News  to 
be spread in parishes like Mossley (where Mal retir es 
from shortly) or Pleck (where Reverend Ben came fro m) 
or indeed some of the city parishes here in 
Wolverhampton. Its mission and charity very close t o 
home – just ask Mal or Ben about it! 
 
Here at St. Bart’s we do well not to forget the thi ngs 
that have happened in the last year or so. The doub ling 
of the all age services at St. Anne’s, the teaching  
programmes of Start, Alpha and Bishop’s Certificate  
and also a Youth worker, things being planned and i n 
the pipeline, the arrival of  curate. There are exc iting 
times ahead and have to be paid for, if we are inde ed to 
preach the Gospel although (the Treasury team will 
hate me for saying this) sometimes it’s time and ef fort 
that are required... and prayer is never, ever wast ed.
